He has contributed essays, introductions and
interviews to 60 books and catalogues, and has published over 200 interviews with contemporary
artists in the pages of Border Crossings.

All artists from the Region of Waterloo and adjoining counties of Brant, Oxford, Perth and
Wellington are invited to respond to the call for entries.
